This year, we will also begin our Self-Study for our MNSAA Accreditation renewal. Annunciation Catholic

(MNSAA). Accreditation renewal happens every 7 years. The Self-Study is the first step, providing a year to
reflect on the school from key areas represented by the seven MNSAA Standards:

School Strategic Plan
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This year, our staff will be involved in reflecting on each area, gathering input and data, and creating the
narratives for each standard. Throughout the year, we will be engaging parents and stakeholders in the
process through surveys and feedback to help us provide a complete picture of our school today in each
key area. From each report, we will identify strengths and challenges for each standard.

In 2020-21, we will finalize our Self-Study then engage the community in creating Annunciation’s
Strategic Plan for the next 7 years. As we did 7 years ago, we will gather stakeholders together to dream,
share and begin to develop our plan based on the identified strengths and challenges from the Self-Study.
It was through this collaborative process that we created our last Strategic Plan in 2013-14.

As we begin this next phase, it provides an opportunity to reflect on all we have accomplished from our
Strategic Plan over the last 6 years. Together, Annunciation Catholic School set its goals high and has
achieved much.
